6.The Tomb of the Unknown Soldier
The Tomb of the Unknown Soldier is a war memorial, dedicated to the Soviet soldiers killed during World War II.
The day of celebration for the unknown soldier has been celebrated in Russia since December 3, 2014
7.The Bolshoi Theatre is a historic theatre in Moscow, Russia, originally designed by architect Joseph Bové. The Bolshoi is a repertory theatre , repertory is focused on classical works of world famous composers – Tchaikovsky, Mozart, Wagner, and Verdi.
